HOWEVER MEDIAN PRICES STILL POSITIVE.     

 

he 2009 March quarter figures show decreases in recorded sales and however median prices increased 
predominately across the NT. Recorded sales for houses decreased in all areas of the NT except Katherine. 

Over the quarter recorded sales decreased significantly, however recorded sales increased in the March 2009 
quarter compared to the March 2008 quarter in all areas except Northern Suburbs. For the most of the areas 
recorded sales actually increased significantly. Median house prices for the quarter increased in all areas of the NT 
except for Inner Darwin and Darwin Rural. Darwin Overall increased by 5.3% for the quarter, whilst Palmerston 
increased by 7.3%.  Median house prices in Alice Springs increased by 11.4% for the quarter, and 13.1% over the 
year. The Inner Darwin house market decreased by 9.8% for the quarter, but given the price range for these 
houses and the quality and position of these houses prices should bounce back soon.  
 
The number of recorded sales for units also decreased over the quarter. Actually all areas in the NT reported a 
reduction in recorded sales except for the Palmerston area.  However like recorded sales for houses, every area in 
the NT increased significantly in the March 2009 quarter compared to the March 2008 quarter.  Median prices for 
units increased in all areas in the NT except for Inner Darwin and Katherine. These two areas recorded only a 
slight decrease of 2.2% for Inner Darwin and 1.6% for Katherine. Unit prices over the last 12 months recorded 
significant increases in all areas except Katherine. Katherine only decreased slightly by 0.3%. Northern Suburbs 
and Palmerston areas showed significant increases over the quarter with increases of 9.5% and 18.4% 
respectively.  
 
Recorded sales for vacant land increased over the quarter for most areas except Palmerston >600m2 and Darwin 
Rural area.  The median prices for vacant land sales also increased for all areas in the NT except for Palmerston 
<600m2. The NT Government build start program has been successful.

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ouse sales activity in Darwin Overall decreased significantly by 30.0% over the quarter, but remained positive 
over the 12 months increasing by 12.1%. The median price increased by 5.3% over the quarter, leaving an 

attractive but steady increase of 8.3% over the year.   
 
Recorded sales in Inner Darwin decreased by 13.3% over the quarter, but increased by 52.9% for the last 12 
months. Median house prices for Inner Darwin decreased considerably by 9.8% over the quarter and therefore 
leaving a decrease of 14.3% for the year. With high entry points Inner Darwin houses are slightly feeling the pinch.  
 
Northern Suburbs recorded sales decreased by 39.4% for the quarter, leaving a small decrease of 0.8% over the 
last year. Median prices increased over the quarter by 3.8%, and hence showed an increase of 6.9% over the last 
12 months. Palmerston sales activities decreased significantly over the quarter by 23.6%, but also recorded a 
strong increase for the year of 18.6% in sales for the last 12 months. The median house prices for Palmerston 
increased for the quarter by 7.3%, and an increase of 11.4% for the last 12 months.   
 
Darwin Rural sales decreased for the quarter by 21.3%, but still showed a slight increase of 4.3% over the last 12 
months. The median house prices in the Darwin Rural Area decreased by 0.8% over the quarter, and   maintained 
positive growth for the last 12 months of 4.4%.  
 
Recorded sales in Katherine remained steady for the quarter, yet increased by 73.3% for the last 12 months.  
Katherine’s median house price increased nicely by 5.1% over the quarter, and 4.6% for the year.  
 
Tennant Creek sales decreased significantly by 45% for the quarter, yet increased by 83.34 for the 12 months.  
Median prices increased by 20.6% for the quarter, and 5.1% for the year.    
 
Alice Springs recorded sales decreased by 10.7% over the quarter, yet increased slightly by 0.9% for the last 12 
months, and the Median price increased significantly 11.4% for the quarter, and increased for the last year by

arwin Overall Unit sales decreased by 10.4% for the quarter, and 35.3% over the last 12 months. Median 
prices increased slightly by 3.3% for the quarter, producing a 19.5% increase for the last 12 months. Inner 

Darwin unit sales decreased significantly for the quarter by 7.1% yet are still up for the year by 40.9%. Inner Darwin 
median prices decreased by 2.2% for the quarter, yet increased by 24.9% for the last year.    
 
The Northern Suburbs recorded sales decreased by 27.1% for the quarter, yet increased by 20.0% for the last 12 
months. In addition median prices increased strongly by 9.5% for the quarter, and 17.1% for the last 12 months.    
 
Recorded unit sales in Palmerston increased considerably by 16.4% for the quarter, and increased by 42.2% for 
the last 12 months. Median prices increased for the quarter by 18.4% for the quarter, and 12.5% for the last 12 
months.

ouse vacancy rates in Darwin Overall increased over the quarter by 0.5% and 1.3% since the March 2008 
quarter. The Darwin rental market has slightly softened during the March quarter. The median weekly rent for a 

3-bedroom house increased slightly by 1.9% to $530 per week, representing an  8.2% increase over the 12 
months. Yields have decreased slightly for the quarter by 0.2% however they remained steady over the last 12 
months.  
 
The median weekly rent for houses in predominately all areas of the NT, except for 4 bedroom houses in Inner 
Darwin, and 3 and 4 bedroom houses in Katherine. Inner Darwin rents for 4 bedroom houses decreased by 1.9% 
for the quarter. Northern suburbs median weekly rent for a 4-bedroom house increased again over the quarter. 
Returning significant increases of 14.7% for the last 12 months.   
 
The median weekly rent for a 3 and 4-bedroom house in Palmerston also increased strongly by 4.6% and 5.8% 
respectively over the quarter, again showing a solid increase over the 12 months. House vacancy rates softened 
for the Darwin area, but tightened for all the other areas. Alice Springs has a vacancy rate of only 0.1% for houses. 
With reports of 8-12 prospective tenants lining up for each property. Vacancy rates in Darwin and Palmerston have

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increased since the March 2008 quarter, however for Katherine and Alice Springs rates have decreased 
significantly since March 2008. The softening Darwin and Palmerston markets can be attributed to the decreases in 
interest rates, increased FHOG, and new build start grants will pump some more stock into the NT housing market, 
thus allowing more prospective tenants to become home owners, and therefore reduce the demand for rental 
properties.   
 
The median weekly rent of a 2, 3 and 4-bedroom houses in Alice Springs increased over the quarter. 
Yields for all areas in the NT decreased slightly except for Inner Darwin which increased by 0.5% for the 
quarter.

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he Unit rental market for Darwin Overall weekly rental medians increased over the quarter with 
an increase of 5.6% and 1.3% for the 12 months. Vacancy rates softened slightly for all areas, as it 
does at this time of the year every year. The yields for 2 bedroom units for Palmerston and 

Northern Suburbs decreased slightly over the quarter.  
  
The median weekly rent for the whole of the NT increased. Inner Darwin 1 and 2 bed room units 
increased by 3.1% and 4.5% respectively. Northern Suburbs 2 and 3 bedroom units increased over the 
quarter. As did Palmerston 2 and 3 bed room units. 2 and 3 bedroom units in Katherine increased over the 
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quarter, whilst 1,2 and 3 bedroom units in Alice Springs all increased significantly for the quarter. Unit 
yields in Northern Suburbs and Palmerston decreased slightly over the quarter. The Palmerston median 
weekly rent for 2 and 3 bedroom units increased by 3.1% and 4.7% respectively over the quarter.
